As part of service, ICAP members attend monthly check-in meetings with a Campus Supervisor and receive specialized training in the areas of disaster preparedness, communication, volunteer recruitment, life after AmeriCorps, citizenship, and reflection on your service.


ICAP members are also eligible to attend statewide AmeriCorps trainings. Your training hours can count for up to 10 percent of your total service hours.

Volunteer Recruitment:

Additional requirements:





ICAP members must serve at least 1 hour of service every month while in-service (this could be training)





Service must be served in the local campus community, with the exception of school sponsored service trips in the United States





ICAP members must complete timesheets online in a timely manner





ICAP members must complete all required enrollment paperwork and submit required documents to start service





The Iowa Campus Compact AmeriCorps Program (ICAP) provides students with the opportunity to serve 300 or 450 hours of service during an academic year and upon completion receive a $1,000 or $1,250 Education Award to pay tuition or eligible student loans.  





Terms of Service:


After you successfully complete your service you will receive an Education Award to pay tuition expenses or eligible student loans. You have up to seven year to use the Education Award. 


300 hours of service receives $1,131 Education Award


450 hours of service receives $1,415 Education Award
